| grew up on a Warwickshire farm and my watercolours are inspired by nature, in particular flowers and hedgerows.
My paintings are full of colour, and my interest lies, not just with the flowers, but in the abstract textures and shapes
formed by the surrounding foliage. | studied art to A-Level and in the 1980s then attended Art College gaining a
Diploma in Painting and Print Making. | also paint landscapes and other subjects such as chickens!

I hold workshops to inspire and encourage students with their watercolours, and often do demonstrations for local
art groups.

The Workshop

We will look at various watercolour techniques to paint tulips in a glass vase or jar. | will provide
demonstrations throughout the workshop.

| will also provide some tulips and photographic material for you to work from.

What to Bring

Watercolour paper — | recommend 425gsm but 300gsm will also be suitable. Also bring some
old scraps of watercolour paper to experiment on (I use the backs of old paintings from my
‘reject’ pile!).

Watercolour paint — tubes (not pans) as we will be using lots of paint — at least one green and
one red.

Palettes or plates for mixing up paint (the larger the better)

Brushes — a variety of sizes

Paper Towel

Pencils and a Putty Rubber

Paper - Matthew will provide ‘pre-drawn’ paper using this will allow us to get painting straight
away. This is super quality on 100% cotton NOT surface.

FOR THOSE WHO HAVE SOME PREVIOUS EXPERIENCE

Working from photographs we will begin with some sketching in pencil, followed by a pastel portrait
drawn on coloured paper. We shall tackle the head from various profile positions before settling on one
to continue with into pastel. We will aim to use pastel to emphasize the important features and
characteristics of the portrait.

We shall be working from photographs which will be provided.

It will be tricky and messy but the results will be fantastic and great fun!

What to bring

Large sized sketching paper at least A3 ( paper can be purchased on the day at a cost of 50p
per sheet)

Coloured pastel paper or card with a smooth surface

Chalk pastels

2B, 4B, and 6B pencils

A cheap hairspray to be used as a fixative to preserve the finished drawing.

John Connolly

John trained as an Art teacher at Doncaster and in Drama at Derby University. After teaching Art and
Drama for several years, he became a founder member and artistic director of Compact Theatre
Company. John divides his time between painting, acting and writing. In 2010 John became a full time
artist working in his own studio, the Ormscliffe studio, in Bolsover.

The Workshop

John's workshops are suitable for both the beginner and experienced artist wishing to explore new
ideas and techniques. Students will be encouraged to ‘loosen up’ and use a variety of materials and
techniques working in a very impressionistic style. The main aim is to have fun creating beautiful art!!

What to bring
- Selection of brushes, including large flat ones.

Large Mixing palette — Don’t go out and buy anything special, plastic dinner trays, plates or old
plastic chopping boards are brilliant!!
Plastic bottle to spray water.
Acrylic paints - Bring a selection of colours, try to include Titanium White, Cobalt Blue/ Leaf
Green, Cadmium Yellow, Ultramarine Blue, Light Purple.
Coloured Acrylic inks are optional, but a bottle of white Acrylic ink will be VERY useful.
Canvas, Canvas Board, or MDF - Size would ideally be 16 x 20 inches or 20 x 20 inches, but
work as big as you want!!
Feel free to bring your own photographs of your favourite bluebell wood but John will also
provide some inspirational photos to work from.

If anyone wants to buy their canvas from John on the day, costs are:-

£8.00 for 16 x 20 £9.00 for 20 x 20 £12.00 for 24 x 24 inches

What's provided

John will provide other materials such as sand, tissue paper etc to create textures if required.
Water pots, Table Easels, Hairdryers

Inspiration comes from days out,
nature and anything that makes me want to create. | use felt as an expression of colour and embroidery
to create detail and definition. | have a B.A. (Hons) in Art & Craft Studies and am qualified to teach
adults. | exhibit and show my work regularly at art fairs throughout the year.

The Workshop

Felting is an exciting craft that produces instant results that will leave you wanting to do more!!
You will start the day by learning the practice of wet felting by making a small bowl or 3d shape with
merino fibres. The remainder of the day will be producing a landscape picture of wet felt.

I will bring images for you to work from or feel free to bring your own.

Wet Felting consists of warm soapy water and a lot of hard work but it is very rewarding and lots of fun,
with results that can sometimes surprise you!!

I live in Coleshill and paint in either pure watercolour or ‘pen & wash’. As my family have grown and
flown | have found more time to indulge in and develop my painting — favouring architecture and
landscapes. | was fortunate early on in my painting ‘life’ to come across the work of Edward Wesson
and | knew then that was the style of painting that | wished to follow — a journey that has involved
learning from modern day painters of that style, most notably Steve Hall and John Hoar. | enjoy painting
outdoors just as much as in the studio and find both very relaxing.

The Workshop

The workshop will be suitable for all levels. I'll start by giving an initial demonstration and explanation of
how | use ink and wash. | will then distribute a template for you to draw, initially in pencil, then we will
ink and paint together. This approach will allow you to see how the picture develops in stages. The aim
is for you to take a completed picture home with you.

The ink work will be done using a sharpened matchstick held in a piece of garden cane - fear not - | will
provide these along with small bottles of permanent Indian ink!!

What To Bring

Watercolour paper - either NOT (preferable) or Rough — 140Ib is best. | paint on half imperial but
bring along whatever you feel comfortable using.

Bring along a basic watercolour kit with a range of colours — don’t worry if you don't have all the
colours we will use, | can always let you have some!

Selection of brushes in various sizes

Pencil - 2B or softer & an eraser

Palette, masking tape ad kitchen roll
